The Third Lecture

Good morning everybody:

Our lecture today has two topics, political and medical passages. Let's start with the
political text:
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The Curator of Holy Jerusalem, Dr. Hajj Zaki Al- Ghoul chose this scientific occasion
to correct the History of Jerusalem saying:

"My knowledge of the old Jewish History goes back to all what we read in History
books, also what was common about Jews religious heritage in Palestine and that they
ruled it by two kingdoms, one in Jerusalem and the other one is in Nablus. The other
thing is that David and Suleiman (peace be upon them), had lived in Palestine.

So, | started searching in the Holy Quran about Jews History, and | found that they left
the Pharaoh's Land through the sea not on land, and that Moses ran away from the
Pharaoh before that history to Median Land which is in Al-Hejaz. Then | moved to
read the Old Testament Book to find that Israelis left the Pharaoh's Land and God
never led them to Palestine though it was very near, yet God led them to Red Sea
where they crossed it and got to Faran in Hejaz.
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Let's move to the other text which is medical:
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Screaming helps reducing pain

Scientists in National University of Singapore proved that screaming increases
body resistance against pain 20%. They had an experiment of 5 sections on 55
volunteers. They were asked to put their hands in ice water as long as they can.
Volunteers in section 1 were allowed to scream whenever they feel pain. In section 2,
volunteers were asked to keep calm and not to scream. In section 3 they were asked to
stay calm with the right to press a special button when they feel pain, whereas in the
last two sections, they listened to their screaming as well as others screaming
registered on CDs and were asked to keep calm.

In each stage scientists were registering the time and this was the result.

The Forth Lecture

Good morning everybody:

Food around the world

For 99% of human history, people took their food from the world around them. They
ate all that they could find. Then about 10,000 years ago, people learned to farm the
land and control their environment.

The kind of food we eat depends on which part of the world we live in. For example,
in the south of China they eat rice, but in the north they eat noodles. In Scandinavia
they eat a lot of herrings, and sea food.

In North America, Australia, and Europe there are two or more courses to every meal
and people eat with knives and forks. In China there is only one course, all the food is
together on the table, and they eat with chopsticks. In parts of India and the Middle
East people use their fingers and bread to pick up food. Nowadays, it is possible to
transport food easily from one part of the world to the other. Food is very big business.
But people in poor countries are still hungry, and people in rich countries eat too
much.

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Discovering History through the Ebla Tablets

That of Ebla is still the only and the largest archive documented in Syria in the Early
Dynastic period.

Careful recording of the position of the tablets at the moment of their discovery has
enabled to understand the archival system used by the Ebla scribes, even taking into
account the fact that, in the fire which destroyed the palace, the wooden shelves were
burnt and numerous tablets fell to the ground and were smashed. These tablets were
hardened by the fire and today, therefore, we have beautiful strong tablets.

Many tablets in the large archive are administrative and relate to certain principal
sectors of Ebla's economy, two of which are of fundamental importance: textile
production and metallurgy.

Some texts deal with raising cattle, offerings of animals to the Gods, agricultural work
and the harvests from fields, vineyards and olive groves. In the main archive there
were letters received from important rulers with whom the kings of Ebla had political-
diplomatic- economic relations. There is also a large tablet in magnificent script
bearing the text of an international treaty concerning Ebla's trade with Abarsal a city
that had its own commercial network. The location of this city is not certain but it laid
on a river, possibly the Euphrates or one of its tributaries.

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Do all mosquitoes transmit malaria?

Only certain species of mosquitoes —and only females of those species- can transmit
malaria. Malaria is caused by a one-celled parasite called a plasmodium. Female
Anopheles mosquitoes pick up the parasite from infected people. When the mosquito
bites again, the parasites mix with its saliva and pass into the blood of the person being
bitten. Malaria parasites multiply rapidly in the liver and then in red blood cells. One
to two weeks after a person is infected the first symptoms of malaria appear: usually
fever, headache, chills and vomiting.
